ACCOMPANYING STATEMENT

Under section 10 of the Remuneration Tribunal Act 1995, the Remuneration Tribunal (Tribunal) is required to inquire into, and determine, the remuneration, allowances and other entitlements for the holders of positions referred to the Tribunal by the Chief Minister.

In November 2012, the Chief Minister requested that the Tribunal determine the remuneration, allowances and other entitlements to be granted to the Chair of the LGBTIQ Community Advisory Council and to Deputy Chairs or members acting in the role of Chair.
The LGBTIQ Community Advisory Council is a non-statutory body established to provide strategic advice on issues affecting the LGBTIQ community in the ACT. Through consultation with LGBTIQ people in the community and relevant organisations, the Council monitors the progress of achievements towards the Government’s objective of making Canberra the most LGBTIQ friendly city in Australia.

The Tribunal considered background information about the Council, including its terms of reference and purpose and the role of the Council’s Chair, as well as the remuneration paid to Chairs of similar bodies. 

The Tribunal decided that the duties of the Chair were similar to those of Chairs for other Ministerial Advisory Bodies and should be remunerated as such.
This position will be added to Determination 9 of 2013, Part-Time Holders of Public Office.

1.1 This instrument commences from the date that the inaugural Chair of the Council was appointed. 

2 Fee
2.1 A person appointed as the Chair of the LGBTIQ Community Advisory Council is entitled to a fee of $475 per diem.

3 Other remuneration 
3.1 All other terms and conditions of remuneration associated with the appointment to this office are listed in Determination 9 of 2013.
